. InMemory of Eenok Haamer—-Founder of TAT

On February 27, God called the founder of Tartu Academy of Theology and
Estonia’s oldest Lutheran pastor, Eenok Haamer (89), into eternity. His funeral
took place on March 8 in Mustvee, at the church where he faithfully served with
his wife Eha, despite his advanced age, as a pastor for 61 years. Eenok followed
in his father’s footsteps, and his three sons continue his ministry.

He was a man of God, a steadfast prayer warrior, and a spiritual father for so
many people. He prayed for a revival in Estonia. Our prayer is that Eenok and his
prayers may be the fertile seed for the emergence of a spiritual revival. Please
join with us in this prayer.

Eenok established TAT in 1992, shortly after Estonia was freed from 50 years of Soviet oppression. He felt a calling to rebuild the
Christian church that had been deeply damaged during that time. Despite many challenges along the way, the work has continued. The
blessings of his obedience and vision are still unfolding and will continue to impact generations to come.

The evening raised $19,940, covering a large portion of our pastoral care
ministry’s annual budget.

+ An autumn event in Tallinn to raise funds for theological education for
pastors
